£7,000 -Pupils are more active in PE lessons - take part without 
stopping to rest.  
- Standards achieved in PE NC are improving  
- Sports Leaders: provided children with the opportunity 
to develop their social, communication and organisation 
skills through leadership roles in sport and developed 
more Level 1 competition (e.g. house events) within 
school. 
Year 5 sports leader: “I am really enjoying being a sports 
leader. There is plenty of equipment to use and I like 
being able to plan my own sports session. I would like to 
maybe next term be on another playground to teach 
another group of children.” 
Year 3 children who have attended sports club run by a 
leader: “I love it!” “They don’t make it too easy and 
explain what we have to do and it gives me something 
different to do at lunchtime.” 
Breakfast Club: although their academic progress has 
not accelerated, they are happier children. They are in 
school, fed and ready to learn. Club teacher: “It has 
been more about supporting the children’s emotional 
and physical wellbeing than academic. In the morning 
they have a chance to unload and then start the day a 
fresh leaving any worries at the door.”  With time, this 
better well-being should have a positive impact on their 
academic progress.

- Look at investing 
in a mile track to 
lead to possibility 
of introducing the 
daily mile (rather 
than weekly) to get 
all pupils 
undertaking at 
least 15 minutes of 
additional activity 
per day.

£5,000  Teacher feedback from CPD: ‘I found the breaking down of the 
lessons useful and the coaches were able to answer my questions. 
We started with me observing, then doing the warm up, then warm 
up and cool down and following me taking both classes I observed 
Monkeys then taught Crocodiles. It has been useful in building my 
confidence and seeing how each lesson links.’ Y3 teacher 
Gymnastics CPD: ‘I attended the PASS gymnastics training session 
on Tuesday 3rd October with a colleague.  We both found it very 
informative and excellent for progression in skills.  The trainers 
took us through warm up activities suitable from Year R upwards 
and also when apparatus are out and therefore space is limited. 
Also through the session we looked at travelling activities, jumping, 
rolling and using apparatus.  All activities when through 
progression and expectations of skills.  Prompts where also 
provided which could easily be used with children so they can set 
their own challenge at the bronze, silver and gold. 
I have disseminated the information to the rest of the staff to 
support teaching in school.’ Year 6 teacher. 
Teacher feedback from dance CPD: “The session took us through a 
terms worth of dance teaching and what that would look like week 
by week. I felt the activities were well explained and I have used 
the information to adapt my dance lessons next term. The warm up 
and warm down ideas were particularly useful.” Year 3 teacher.

We had a go at four different 
sports: dodgeball, ultimate 
frizbee, boccia and tri-golf. 
They were all new sports that 
we’d not tried before. The 
morning consisted of coaching 
sessions and then we had to 

decide who was going to compete for us in each sport. Marnie and 
Ava did boccia, which is like bowls but for disabled people. Then we 
all competed in dodgeball, which was extremely fun. After that, 
Amelia, Freya and Paris competed in the tri-golf 
competition.  When we had finished golf, it was time for ultimate 
frizbee with Urban, Owen, Kai, Ollie and Charlie playing – we won 
every match.  We had designed a poster at school to unify Palace 
Wood and the Olympics.  This counted towards our total points on 
the day and our poster won.  All of the results were counted up and 
then they announced the winning school was PALACE WOOD.  We 
went to collect our medals and our trophy.  We were all really 
excited that we had won. Year 5 
Two year 4 pupils comments about the dodgeball competition: 
“We had never been to the competition before. It was really fun. I 
liked the fact we could throw balls at each other. We came first in 
the competition as well which made it an amazing day.”
